The Estates at Baxter Pointe – 10-12-2020 Updates:
Our HOA website has updated numerous documents including the Project Request Form, aligned with our annual HOA meeting discussion, to ensure that the homeowner agrees to abide by commencing work by 8am M-F, 8:30am Saturday, which is later than Chesterfield City Ordinance. 
We have received several project requests from Homeowners within the neighborhood. Four (4) new pool project requests have been received. We are working with the homeowners to assist in every possible way to ensure that their projects are implemented with the least amount of disruption to the subdivision or their neighbors. A list of guidelines has been developed based on the experiences that will be incorporated into the Project Request Form. This list is attached to the update.
The neighborhood common ground landscape barrier facing Wild Horse Creek Road and Baxter Road has been cleared of all current dead trees and stumps.  Over several days, the contractor removed 40 trees and stumps along the berm.    

We collaborated with the Chesterfield City Arborist and Public Works regarding plan of action for removal of Ash trees affected by the Ash Borer disease.  This is with regards to trees in the ‘right of way’ which is the area between the sidewalk and the street.  Public Works removed trees that were marked by a white spray-painted circle on the tree trunk facing the street.  We handed out over 20 applications along with many neighborly discussions on how to use the Chesterfield Residential Street Tree Program, which for no cost removes the tree and stump, and then for only $100/tree you can order a new tree with a 1 year warranty that Chesterfield will plant.  If you’ve had a ‘right of way’ tree removed and/or an Ash tree that will be removed later this year, be sure to order a new tree through Chesterfield’s Street Tree Replacement Program.

It is important that all neighbors who’s had a tree cut down or had a right of way tree cut down previously that was not yet replaced, should order a replacement tree as soon as possible.
The official 2021 neighborhood mailbox order form has been updated with confirmed 2021 pricing and also posted to the HOA website. If your mailbox is rusted, dented, broken etc. or if your mailbox post if damaged, etc., please download the updated form if you need a new mailbox or post.
Our HOA 'sign posting policy ' for our HOA Baxter Road common ground has been updated to ensure compliance. This Sign Posting Policy is on the HOA website. 
We solicited bids from three lighting companies for new lighting for the entrance islands.  The new lighting would include ‘up lighting’ for each tree, new sign lighting, as well as LED multi-color lights for holidays.  
We’ve summarized information provided by the Murray’s: “their house at 16722 Benton Taylor Drive was vandalized twice in October by someone he is familiar with.  The homeowner has said that the vandal took paint, laced with mercury (heavy metal neurotoxin), and threw it in their backyard.  Tom said it will cost hundreds of thousands of dollars to dig out all that dirt, concrete, siding and everything and then replace it.  They described in a flyer that the vandal is a white male, athletic build, 6 to 6.5 feet tall, 20-25 years of age, light colored short hair. Your yard may also be contaminated as the material container was leaking prior to this environmental terrorism act in their backyard.”  
If your property has sidewalk pads that need to be addressed, please call Chesterfield City Hall and submit a work order.   

St. Louis County Department of Health’s vector control included our neighborhood area for their summer mosquito spraying, although they’re wrapping up spraying due to the season.  Mosquito Authority has been spraying 3 locations (storm water sewer areas) in the neighborhood regularly during the summer season. 
To ensure compliant sight distance visibility at the neighborhood entrances, we have pruned tree branches and cleaned up the shrubs and debris.  In the entrance/exit common ground landscaping, we have cleaned up debris, leaves, and dead and low branches. 
St. Louis County replaced the ADA ramp edge at the Baxter Road exit. 
At the Wild Horse Creek Road entrance/exit, we’ve requested St. Louis County to repaint all striping, and crosswalk due to the new traffic signal lane monitors installed into the pavement. 
We’re working with Chesterfield Code Enforcement to address homeowners who fail to upkeep their property and violate City ordinances.
Collaborated with the Baxter Pointe Villas HOA to address the Equestrian Pointe Court fire gate.  The Baxter Pointe Villas HOA will be removing their broken non-working sign light as well as cleaning up the ornamental rocks landscape bed.  

Worked to find a mutual HOA/neighbor solution to HOA common ground plantings including maintenance of trees and shrubs on Baxter Pointe Court.

Addressed HOA irrigation issues, including sprinkler heads in need of repair and Benton Taylor Lane water line break.  
Work with Chesterfield Public Works to address storm-damaged branches on HOA common ground ROW trees.  
Worked with Baxter Village Apartments for future removal of a large stump on their property line.  This will be addressed by a Baxter entrance neighbor or by Baxter Village Apartment’s maintenance. 

Completed multiple Ameren work orders for repair of non-working neighborhood street lights.  
Neighborhood reminders:

· City code is that tree branches over neighborhood sidewalks must be greater than 10' height over the width of the sidewalk. No shrubs/bushes should extend over any part of the sidewalk. Please prune your trees and shrubs if necessary. 
· If your house has mold/mildew on the exterior, please schedule a power-washing company as soon as possible.  
· City code compliance does not allow dumpster or trailers parked on our residential streets at any time.  

· Our HOA Indentures allow for a maximum of two dogs living at any residence. 

· When sidewalk pads are replaced by the City, homeowners take personal responsibility not to deface the pads with names/etc. in the concrete.  Replacing a defaced pad will be at the homeowner’s expense.
· As a reminder, basketball goals cannot be placed in the ‘right of way’ anywhere between the street and sidewalk. The basketball goal must be on your property between the sidewalk and your house. If you have a basketball goal, please ensure it is in good condition, has an unbroken net and backboard, and base is appropriate and not unsightly with weighted objects.
The following are the guidelines followed for all pool requests

 

Pool Design 

Your company has provided you the pool design. The specific materials need to be provided along with the pool schematic – Confirm with the HOA

Need landscape material and/or solid barrier to hide the pool pump equipment from street view.  Submit to the HOA for approval.
 

Landscaping
An aerial view of the landscaping plan has been provided. The Homeowner & Contractor must confirm that the current landscape design provides a solid ‘privacy’ wall to shield the street view from the entire pool.  If not, the Homeowner will be responsible to take corrective action at Homeowner’s expense within 30 days.  
Homeowner needs to include Landscape Contract yard map schematic picture of placement. Submit to the HOA for approval. 
 

Homeowner to agree to the following:

1) Evergreen ‘privacy’ wall is a permanent, forever forward, agreement that if one of the plants dies, it will be replaced with similar evergreen/size and if under new home ownership, the new homeowner will continue to have the pool shielded in privacy from street view.  Homeowner is responsible to keep this on file as part of future homeowner documents. 
2) Landscape barrier and yard restoration (i.e. sod, mulch, etc.) installation to be completed promptly; Homeowner agrees to permanently maintain a year round landscape barrier due to the visibility to our main neighborhood streets.  
3) All construction vehicles and equipment is to be removed at the end of the day (no overnight parking).  Any damage and/or debris on neighborhood streets and right of way is to be repaired by the homeowner.  
4) Per the Project Request Form, the Homeowner will notify the contractors that work can only commence after 8am M-F.

Fence Line and Survey
When a new fence is constructed or the existing fence line is moved,  
1. Homeowner to ensure that the fence material is in accordance with the indentures – Confirm with HOA for approval.  
2. Fence boundary is marked visibly and clearly before fence work commences – Confirm with HOA for approval.  

County and City approvals need to be submitted; an electronic copy will be submitted to the HOA. Hard copies to CVTO 
The HOA will need all the plans in one email that can be sent to counsel for approval. 
A hard copy of all the plans will then be submitted to CVTO upon approval.

He emerges from the back yard of our neighbor before
turning towards our home. He most likely lives in the lower half of the neighborhood.

intimidating and abusive letter was left in our mailbox.
